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History. This publication was last printed on 19 March 1996. This
printing publishes changes made since that date.

Summary. This is a revised regulation. It establishes procedures for
the conducting of the Fort Belvoir Juvenile Review Board (JRB) and
prescribes the responsibility of activities on the installation.

Applicability. This regulation applies to all military personnel
assigned or attached to Fort Belvoir, including tenant units.

Suggested Improvements. The proponent of this regulation is the Provost
Marshal Office, U.S. Army Garrison Fort Belvoir. Users are invited to
send comments and suggested improvements on DA Form 2028, Recommended

*This regulation supersedes FB Regulation 190-1, dated 19 March 1996.
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1. PURPCSE. To establish and outline the Fort Belvoir Juvenile
Revi ew Board policies and procedures for the disposition of Mlitary
Police (MP) cases involving juvenile subjects.

2. AUTHORITY. The Installation/ Garrison Commander has the
authority, inherent and/or established by regulation, to take those
actions necessary to maintain norale, welfare, and safety on Fort

Bel voir. The commander's authority includes the power to restrict
or deny on-post privileges (except for medical care) to juvenile
fam |y nmenbers who conmit msconduct on Fort Belvoir. In this
regard, the Installation/Garrison Commander has directed that a
Juvenil e Review Board (JRB) be established on Fort Belvoir to review
juvenil e delinquency cases referred to it and to take appropriate
adm ni strative actions. In addition, Title 18, United States Code,
Section 5032 and Virginia State Code, Section 16.2-244B (Code, 1950,
as anended) provide statutory authority to resolve cases of juvenile
m sconduct (regardless of mlitary status) in United States District
Court or Fairfax County Juvenile and Domestic Rel ations Court, as
appropri ate.

3. RESPONSI BI LI TI ES.

a. Mlitary sponsors are responsible for the proper conduct of
their dependent children and will ensure the proper care and
supervi sion of juvenile fam |y nenbers.

b. Conmmanders will:

(1) Ensure that sponsors are aware of their responsibility
for the proper supervision of their children.

(2) Counsel and provide assistance to soldiers who
have children involved in incidents of juvenile delinguency.

(3) Encourage the sponsor to conply with the
Responsi bility Contract between the youth, the parents/guardians,
and the Fort Belvoir JRB.

(4) Ensure that the mlitary sponsor is present at the JRB
when required.

c. Provost Marshal (PM wll:
(1) Investigate fully, acts of juvenile delinquency.

(2) Report juvenile msconduct and delinquency to the
commander of the mlitary sponsor.
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(3) If appropriate, informthe mlitary sponsor in witing
before rights advisal that the JRB is available as an alternative to
referral to the State or Federal juvenile justice systenm that
subm ssion to JRB proceeding is voluntary, and that if the JRB
option is elected, failure to abide by any lawfully approved JRB
recommendations may result in referral back to a state or federa
juvenile justice system

(4) Provide mlitary police oversight on juvenile
of fenders serving JRB i nposed restriction, (contingent on avail able
MP assets).

(5) If the mlitary sponsor desires to submt to JRB
proceedi ngs, obtain the mlitary sponsor's witten request to refer
the case for JRB revi ew.

(6) WIIl quickly refer cases involving juvenile m sconduct
for review to the SJA

(7) Provide a liaison to coordinate with Fairfax County
Juvenil e Intake authorities when the offense is serious, involves a
civilian juvenile, the JRB option has been refused by the mlitary
sponsor, or other conditions of participation in the JRB have not
been ful fill ed.

(8) Serve as a nmenber of the JRB. |[|f unable to attend,
will provide a designee to attend.

d. Mlitary Police Investigations Section will:
(1) Interview the juvenile and his/her parents/ guardians
to determ ne the extent of involvenent of the juvenile in an
i nci dent, problenms concerning the famly environnment, and request
assi stance as necessary from ot her organi zati ons or agenci es.
(2) Ensure juvenile subjects are advised of their rights
in the presence of their parents/guardians if practical, and in a
manner comensurate with the age and experience of the child.
e. The Staff Judge Advocate (SJA) wll:

(1) Provide | egal guidance and assi stance as necessary.

(2) Review all conplaints referred by the Provost Marshal
O fice that involve juveniles.
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(3) Take appropriate admnistrative actions to serve as
corrective neasures for incidents which involve juvenile famly
menbers who commit offenses on Fort Belvoir.

(4) Supervise and adm nister the policy and procedures of
t he Juvenil e Revi ew Board.

(5 Maintain a file for each youth that includes witten
of fer and agreenment to attend the JRB by the nmlitary sponsor, a
copy of the mlitary police report, and a copy of the Responsibility
Contract and all attachnents representing the agreenent reached
bet ween the youth, the parents/guardi ans, and the board.

(6) Supervise the execution of the JRB Responsibility
Contract.

(7) Provide mlitary sponsors with notification informng
them of requirenments for executing any agreed conditions.

(8) Coordinate placenent in the Juvenile Whrk Program
(9) Oversee the Juvenile Wrk Program

(10) Provide advice to the Provost Marshal regarding the
| egal sufficiency of juvenile cases.

(11) Provide victimassistance in juvenile cases.
f. The Chaplain will:

(1) Provide referrals to the Provost Marshal as
appropriate for consideration by the JRB.

(2) Provide noral and character gui dance advice.
(3) Serve as a nenber of the Juvenile Revi ew Board.

(4) If unable to attend, will provide a designee to
attend.

g. Conmander, MEDDAC, will:

(1) Provide referrals as appropriate for consideration by
t he Juvenil e Revi ew Board.
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(2) Provide advice concerning psychiatric evaluation,
counseling, or referral.

(3) Provide a representative to JRB proceedi ngs.

(4) Provide a social worker to performintake services for
each juvenile and nmilitary sponsor before attendance at the JRB.
Al so, provide results of the evaluation to the Board nenbers to
assi st in making appropriate Responsibility Contracts, and to
identify sources of m sconduct.

4. DEFI NI TI ONS.

a. Juvenile. Any person who has not attained his or her
ei ghteenth birthday or is not in mlitary service at the tinme of an
al |l eged act of juvenile delingquency.

b. Juvenile Delinquency. The violation of a |law of the State
of Virginia or the United States committed by a person before
hi s/ her eighteenth birthday which would have been a crine if
comritted by an adult.

c. Juvenile Wrk Program A program of supervised conmunity
activity which permits a youthful offender the opportunity to
perform conmunity service for a specified period of tine.

Supervi sion may be by parents/guardi ans and/or Fort Belvoir
personnel. This permits the youth to "pay back"” the comunity in a
constructive, non-stigmatizing way designed to build self-esteem and
reinforce community values. W rk assignment may be to any
participating installation activity and placenment will be determ ned
based on the best interests of the youth. The SJA w Il nonitor the
wor k program and the performance of juveniles placed in it to ensure
it is fulfilling its objectives.

d. Mlitary Sponsor. The in-service or retired parent or
guardi an of a juvenile.

e. Serious Crime. Crimnal hom cide, rape, nmayhem
ki dnappi ng, aggravated assault, robbery, larceny or theft punishable
as a felony, notor vehicle theft, burglary, or breaking and
entering, extortion acconpani ed by threats of violence, controlled
subst ance possession and/or distribution, arson punishable as a
fel ony, or any other crine punishable by incarceration of nore than
one year if committed by an adult.
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5. JUVEN LE REVI EW BOARD.

a. Conposition. The JRB will be chaired by the SJA (or
hi s/ her designee) and have as permanent nenbers a Chaplain, the
Install ati on Command Sergeant Major, a Social Wrk Services
representative, an AG representative, the Provost Marshal, and the
Director of Youth Activities. The sponsor's comrander or the
sponsor's famly nmenbers may be invited at the discretion of the JRB
chai r man.

b. Proceedings. The JRB will hear all cases concerning
juvenile delinquents neeting the criteria. Only juveniles who are
mlitary dependents and who admit guilt will be referred to the JRB

for case review. Generally, only first offenders involved in mnor
acts of juvenile delingquency are appropriate subjects for JRB
proceedi ngs. Al so generally, repeat offenders or those involved in
a serious act of juvenile delinquency should be referred to a State
or Federal juvenile justice system

(1) Hearings will be conducted in an informal, but
dignified, orderly and fair nanner.

(2) A Responsibility Contract will be signed containing
t he agreenent reached between the Board, the parents/guardi ans, and
the juvenile. Conditions such as curfew, comunity service, class
attendance, or other appropriate provisions will be incorporated
into the contract.

(3) The mlitary sponsor may appeal the determ nation of
the JRB. Notice of appeal nust be made i mredi ately, however, an
action will be held in abeyance for five days pendi ng subni ssi on of
matters to be considered by the Installation/Garrison Conmander.

c. Unilateral Command Action. |In addition to action taken in
concurrence with the family and the youth, the command may bring the
mlitary sponsor to the JRB to informhimher of actions that may or
wi Il occur regardl ess of the consent of the sponsor. This may
include an order to w thdraw AAFES or other patron privileges to the
fam |y nmenber for a specified period, issuance of a letter of deni al
to the youth which would preclude the use of any or all recreationa
activities on Fort Belvoir, barnent fromthe installation, issuance
of a warning to termnate or term nation of famly quarters,
initiation of a report of survey, or other nmeans to recover nonetary
conpensation for damaged or destroyed government or private

property. These actions are not all inclusive, and each case
brought before the JRB for adjudication will be reviewed on its own
merits.
